Acquaintance Rape, Drugs and You
7th – 12th Grades

A male and female narrator team addresses many issues involved with dating and rape, specifically acquaintance rape.  The narrators, counselors, a police detective, and two rape survivors discuss circumstances that lead to date rape and the dangers of drugs and alcohol.

Friends Raping Friends: Strategies for Prevention
9th – 12th Grades

One in three women will become a victim of sexual assault during her life… Six percent of all rapes are date or acquaintance rapes…  The majority of date rape victims are between the ages of 15 and 25.  This video examines the complicated social and psychological tapestry that leads to date or acquaintance rape.  Realistic dramatizations documenting actual date rape cases are analyzed by noted date rape expert Cherie Russ.  She offers concrete strategies for preventing date rape, provides women with the specific warning signs of date rape and “what to do if” advice, and educates men about their responsibilities in dating relationships.

No Means No: Avoiding Date Abuse

This program includes risks of early sexual involvement, including getting infections and the pregnancy issue.  Exploring consequences of sexual involvement is another part of this video.  Understanding social pressures and commercial advertising is also explained.

Responsible Sexuality
9th – 12th Grades

The purpose of this video is to describe the pressures that teens face in their relationships and how they respond to those pressures.  Students must make decisions for themselves and not on the basis of what others think.  Actions carry consequences, and certain consequences have long-term negative effects.

Statistics show that one in three women has been beaten, abused or raped – and that’s just reported cases.  And over 75% of the cases are by someone the victim knows.  Someone You Know takes a closer look into the reliability of these statistics and the dangerous dating dynamics that can lead to abuse.

Sexual Harassment: Guidelines for Intervention

This program clarifies for all school personnel the definition of sexual harassment.  Legal experts and school administrators offer guidelines for protecting students from harassment and creating a positive school climate.

Toxic Relationships
6th – 12th Grades
28 min.

Teenage dating is the training ground for adult relationships.  Unchecked physical and emotional violence learned at an early age can too easily become domestic violence later on.  In this thought provoking video, high school students discuss the early warning signs of toxic relationships that could turn dangerous: disrespect, jealousy, obsessive demands, isolating behaviors, power and control, and blaming.  The discussion then turns to healthy relationships.  What are they like?  Ultimately, this video encourages students to look for trust, respect, and acceptance from their friends and partners, promoting the nourishment of healthy relationships.  Includes Resource Guide.
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
